Case examples: 

Case 1: Female, 66 years with mitral stenosis secondary to rheumatic heart disease. Five years ago she began to present with signs and symptoms of congestive cardiac failure and received medical treatment. At that time, she was noted to have hypertension, with measurements that ranged between 160-190 / 100-120. Her heart failure recently worsened and she presented to the hospital in decompensated heart failure, and the patient died soon after.  (credit: N. Vu)
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Case 2: Female, 72 years with history of stroke with remaining hemiplegia, hypertension and recent operation for suspected cancer in the upper part of the stomach (not verified histo-pathologically) 10 months ago. One week before death, she presented with bronchopneumonia and found to have pulmonary metastases. Her clinical condition deteriorated, and she died during the same admission.

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Case History:

A 63-year-old female had type 2 diabetes (diabetes
mellitus, non-insulin dependent), for the past 15 years.
Recently, she went into a diabetic coma, or
hyperosmolar nonketotic coma, which resulted in
kidney failure where she died of acute renal failure.
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Case History:

A 68-year-old man had continual episodes of congestive
heart failure due to ischemic heart disease. Diagnostic
studies showed that the heart disease was due to
coronary artery atherosclerosis. He also suffered a
pathologic fracture to the hip, which was not surgically
repaired because of his poor cardiac status. Two days
following the fracture, he developed intractable
congestive heart failure and died.
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Case History:

A 92-year-old male had suffered hypertension for years,
which led to bouts of congestive heart failure four years
ago. In the last five days, he developed deep vein
thrombosis (DVT), which resulted in pulmonary embolism
that led to his death 30 minutes later. His medical history
showed that he had prostate cancer, previous myocardial
infarction and diabetes.
